Our lecturer, John Hennessy, is a 25-year veteran of the National Park Service
and a 5-year veteran of the New York State Historic Preservation Office. He has
been involved all the while in the development of interpretive media and
programs for the public. He is currently Chief Historian at Fredericksburg and
Spotsylvania National Military Park in Fredericksburg, Virginia, where he has
worked since 1995. Hennessy is the author of three books, most notably
Return to Bull Run: The Campaign and Battle of Second Manassas (Simon and
Schuster, 1993). Among his other publications are more than 100 reviews,
essays and articles on everything from the preservation of New York historic
urban areas to the exodus of slaves from central Virginia in 1862 and the legacy
of the Civil War in modern society.
